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Preface

This report presents parts of the basic results on a statistical sampling survey of the
cross-national comparison of Chinese and Japanese, and summarizes some of the tentative
analyses based on the survey data.

The main purpose of this research is to attempt establish the basis for sampling survey
system in China, based on rigorous sample plan, questionnaire design, and survey process. It is
difficult to conduct a sampling survey in China because of a lack of the practical experience of
sampling and the basic data necessary for the sampling frame. We adopted the area sampling: an
improved stratified sampling based on mapping the household distributions in all sampled resident
committees (a kind of neighborhood association). Although we have found that our survey
method has to be improved in the future, we have clarified several important problems, which
influence the data quality of sampling survey in China, and proposed many references to improve
China’s sampling system.

The questionnaire in our survey consists of 65 items, which cover the attitudes toward culture,
family, daily life, interpersonal relationships, nature and environment, religious faith, and science
and technology etc. (see Questionnaire in Part 4). The sampling survey was conducted with the
face-to-face interview in Beijing, China in November, 2001 by a team of scholars in the Institute
of Statistical Mathematics and Renmin University of China.

Part 1 summarizes the backgrounds, objectives and methods of this research, and then
reviews some historical and the current situations of sampling survey in China. Part 2 presents
the details of sample design, questionnaire design, and the outlines of data collection process.
Part 3 mainly gives the frequency distribution of each question by gender, age, educational level
and occupation. In Part 4, as an appendix of this report, it includes the Chinese, Japanese, and
English versions of the questionnaire we used, and the manual of interviewer instruction.

Many people have been generous with their encouragement and advices for this research.
On behalf of our research team, I wish to express our sincere appreciation to Chikio Hayashi,
Tatsuzo Suzuki, and two referees for their comments on previous version. Also we would like to
thanks Yukiko Igarashi, Shoko Watanabe, and Waka Ohkawa whose helps in data cleaning and
data input.
